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FOREWORD

This catalogue, which is accompanying the group exhibition titled Windows Facing Each Other, con-
tains the works of 22 young Croatian and Hungarian artists. The exhibition is an important part of the
Croatian-Hungarian co-operation project, called PArt (Promotion of Contemporary Art Across the Bor-
der), aiming at promoting the cultural values of the border region and the contemporary literary, fine arts
and music scene of the neighboring country.

In addition to promoting contemporary art, the undisguised aim of the project is to provide opportunities
for young artists, creative and cultural professionals to introduce themselves and build international
relationships. That is why the upper age limit of the open call prior to the exhibition was set at 35 years.
Renata Biacsics, the curator of the exhibition, selected this fresh and exciting collection of works from
the applications of more than fifty artists, and it is characterized not only by the stylistic and formal di-
versity, but also by innovative technical solutions and non-standard use of materials.

We hope that with this exhibition we will be able to open a window to the contemporary art life of the
neighboring country and at the same time contribute to the cultural program offer of the border region.
